After the priest receives Communion, it is time for
us to receive Jesus. So be sure to do the following:

* Join the Communion Procession
and sing the chants
that tell of your love for Jesus.

e Bear in mind that you are going to receive the
Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of the Lord.

* Make the proper response when you reach the
priest or minister of Communion.

Priest or other minister: The Body of Christ.
* Answer: Amen.

* Receive the Sacred Host on your tongue or in
your hand.

If the Precious Blood is to be received from the Cup,
then one again answers Amen when the minister says:
“The Blood of Christ.”

Priest or other minister: The Blood of Christ.
e Answer: Amen.
